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Our last section (from research) here addresses these final two types and their role in continuing the Culture of Hatred. Though our subjects here are not the result of a new investigation or new discoveries; any discussion of them in previous sections has not addressed them in the light or context, that we intend to accomplish here. Likewise, any repetition or redundancies, that may be noted or occur, like so many of the earlier sections are accidental or intentional. Redundancy can and often does equate to intentional reiteration in my writing. Hopefully, the comments, thoughts, and points made on any such occasion will not be direct repeats of exactly what I had written earlier. That being said let us now begin our discussion of what these two subjects will be.





As each of these are major contributing factor to the culture of Hatred, we now set our sights on the problems of scapegoating and demonization. Two seemingly relatively harmless manifestations of evil that insidiously creep into the habits of many unsuspecting individuals. Their use or presence is undeniably widespread and their cloak of commonality and regularity distort the seriousness and depth of their impact on the ever-expanding culture of Hatred. These two issues help to round out and complete our study as well as bolster Hatreds continuing existence. Their role in spreading Hate to the widest possible portion of the population; through habitual use, based on regularly observed examples of one generation by one or two junior generations, constantly expands and nurtures the base of offenders, thereby making our goal of Eradication quite a lofty quest.
